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Success In Foreign Languages
Studying a foreign language increases the understanding
of the language and culture of peoples of the world, the
knowledge of one’s own language and culture, career
opportunities, and the number of colleges from which to
choose.  The student’s success will depend upon
willingness to study daily, to memorize thoroughly, to
listen attentively, to practice grammatical structures, and
to apply the language in reading, writing, speaking, and
listening.

Students With Previous Language Experience
Students who have bilingual parents or have lived in a
foreign country may be placed in a second or third year
language class.  Students who have studied a foreign
language in a Township articulated program prior to high
school and have been placed in a second year class will
be awarded high school credit retroactively on a credit/
no credit basis. This credit will be assigned upon
completion (grade of C or better) of the next course in

the sequence. Please note that credit will not appear
on the student’s report card until the end of the first
semester of the sophomore year.

Placement into Ability Gr oups
Students are placed in foreign language sections based
on the following criteria:

1. information from the eighth grade teachers,
scholarship quality ratings, comments
descriptive of skills, learning habits, etc.

2. LTHS writing assessment

3. EXPLORE (Math, Science, English)

After the initial recommended placement of incoming
freshmen is made, the associate schools review the
results and recommend further changes.  Such

This option is recom-
mended and approved based on test scores, class
performance, teacher recommendation, Division Chair
review, and parent approval.

Course levels and sequences may be combined into the
same section if course enrollment is insufficient to offer
them as independent classes and/or if the curriculum is
so developed.

Due to the sequential nature of Foreign Language
courses, students who receive an F for a first semester
grade will be dropped from the course for the second
semester.  This will necessitate successfully repeating
the course in order to continue in the sequence. Sched-
ule changes are permitted under these circumstances.

College Credit
Many colleges offer advanced standing and/or credit
upon successful completion of third, fourth, or fifth
year courses.

Foreign Language and Advanced Placement (AP)
Examinations
The Foreign Language Department offers students the
opportunity to prepare for eight different AP examina-
tions. Latin: Vergil, Latin Literature, French Language,
French Literature, German Language, Italian Language
and Culture, Spanish Language and Spanish Literature.
The names of these tests correspond to the names of
the courses located in the Foreign Language Depart-
ment section of the Guide.

To prepare for an AP examination in a foreign language,
students should have

l completed a four-year sequence of language
study in high school;

l sought placement in Level IV (Accel)
sections of the language;

l used the language at every opportunity; and
l enrolled in the course that provides direct

preparation for the examinations.

Latin Literature   This examination measures
knowledge of the works on the required reading list,
the ability to interpret literary texts, and competence
in the use of the language (translation and grammar)
in one of two tests: Latin: Vergil and/or Latin Litera-
ture (Catullus and Horace).

French Language  This examination evaluates the
level of performance in the use of the language, both
in understanding written and spoken French, and in
responding with ease in correct and idiomatic French
in oral and written expression.

French Literature  This examination measures
knowledge of the works on the required reading list,
the ability to interpret literary texts, and competence
in the use of language (listening, reading, and writ-
ing).  LT does not offer a specific AP course in this
area; however, interested students should consult
with the division chair.

German Language  This examination tests profi-
ciency in understanding written and spoken German
and the ability to respond with correct and idiomatic
spoken and written German without special emphasis
or knowledge of literature.

Italian Language and Culture  This examination
evaluates the level of performance in the use of the
language, both in understanding written and spoken
Italian and in responding with ease in correct and
idiomatic Italian in oral and written expression.  Also
cultural information will be measured within the
reading, written, and spoken sections of the examina-
tion.

Spanish Language  This examination evaluates the
level of performance in the use of the language, both
in understanding written and spoken Spanish, and in
responding with ease in correct and idiomatic Span-
ish in oral and written expression.

Spanish Literature  This examination will reflect an
in-depth study of a variety of authors spanning seven
centuries of Hispanic literature, as well as a general
knowledge of literary genres, types of discourse, and
terminology.  Students will demonstrate their reading
comprehension skills, along with interpretive and
analytical skills, through a series of passages with
objective questions.  Proficiency in expository
writing, literary interpretation and analysis is evalu-
ated on the basis of three essays:  poetry analysis,
thematic analysis, and text analysis.  Each essay is
evaluated for content and language usage.  Prepara-
tion for this AP examination is available through
Independent Study only. See p. 25 of the Guide.

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Chinese I (Prep) & (Accel)

This course serves as an introduction to the language
and culture of China.  Students learn to speak, listen,
read, and write Mandarin Chinese by applying grammar
and vocabulary in context.  Additional reinforcement is
provided through the use of CD’s, videos, books, and
other media.  A cultural component is included to
familiarize students with the everyday life and formal
culture of China.   For those studying at the accelerated
level, activities and assessments are designed to prac-
tice and test the student’s proficiency at an extended
rigor level.  A second year of language will begin during
the 2008-2009 academic year.  Depending on enroll-
ments, a third and fourth year course may be proposed.

Chinese II (Prep) & (Accel)

Using more complex
structures, students will listen, speak, read, and write in
the language at a higher level.  The cultural component
is expanded.  Application of contextual language is
emphasized.   For those studying at the accelerated
level, activities and assessment are designed to practice
and test the student’s proficiency at an extended rigor
level.   Depending on enrollments, a third and fourth
year course may be proposed.

For those students studying at the
accelerated level, activities and assessments are de-
signed to practice and test the student’s proficiency at
an extended rigor level.  Level II (Trans) is available at
South Campus (grades 9 and 10) only.

French II (Prep) & (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:9, 10

Prerequisite:  French I (Prep or Accel)

Students continue developing the ability to understand,
speak, read, and write in French. Various topics about
the life of young French people and French-speaking
countries are presented.  Songs, films, compositions,
dialogues, and tapes are among the many ways in which
new vocabulary and structures are learned.  The pace
of the class is commensurate with that of accelerated
classes.  Modifications in student assessment and
activities are made for students who study the course at
the preparatory level.  Level II (Trans) is available at
South Campus (grades 9 and 10) only.

Independent Study  Under specific conditions as outlined on p. 25 of the Guide, students may make application
for Independent study.  In all cases, students must secure parent, teacher, counselor, divisional, and building admin-
istration approval.  Independent study may not be taken as an 8th semester/annual course.
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French III (Prep) & (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:9, 10

III (Prep) Annual 25435

Prerequisite:  French II (Prep or Accel)

Students in French III develop a higher degree of
proficiency in understanding, speaking, reading, and
writing in the target language. The basic text systemati-
cally reviews previously taught concepts and presents
new grammar fundamentals and vocabulary.  Art, music,
historical figures, and buildings/monuments are explored
in addition to countries of the French-speaking world.
The pace of the class is commensurate with that of
accelerated classes.  Modifications in student assess-
ment and activities are made for students who study the
course at the preparatory level.   Level II (Trans) is
available at South Campus (grades 9 and 10) only.

French Language Accel

Credit:  1 Level: IV
Grade Offered:  11, 12 Annual 27440
Prerequisite:  French III (Prep or Accel)

In this course, students develop their abilities to con-
verse in French and to read authentic materials.  They
refine their comprehension of grammatical structure and
increase their active vocabulary.  Students aim to
communicate their thoughts, feelings, and ideas in
speech and in writing.  Videos, compact disks, and
cassettes help students to develop their oral comprehen-
sion skills as well as to increase their cultural knowledge
of the French people.

Advanced French Communication

Credit:  1 Level: IV or V
Grade Offered: 12 Annual 27450

Prerequisite:  French Language Accel or French
   Language AP

This course is designed for students whose goal is to
attain a high level of mastery of the French language.
Designed to enhance the student’s communication skills,
a variety of authentic materials and cultural resources
will be used toward that end.  The skills of reading,
writing, speaking, and listening will be extensively
practiced and refined in a thematic context.  Vocabulary
will be expanded considerably.

French Language AP

Credit:  1 Level: V
Grade Offered:11, 12 Annual 28410
Prerequisite:  French III (Accel) or French Language

   Accel

This course is designed to prepare students for the AP
French Language Examination.  This includes the goals
of mastery of grammar and fluency in oral and written
expression.  The ability to converse in French and to
read authentic materials and books enable students to
write original compositions expressing their reactions to,
evaluations of, and feelings on a variety of topics.
Practice for the examination includes intensive conver-
sational and reading practice along with contextual
grammar application.

German I (Prep) & (Accel)

Students learn to comprehend, speak, read and write
basic German, while beginning to understand the daily
culture of German-speaking countries.

Speaking and memorization
of structures and vocabulary are emphasized and
practiced in context.  At the accelerated level IV,
students are expected to do additional oral presentations.
Assessments are designed to test the student’s reading
comprehension and ability to apply a variety of gram-
matical structures in context.  Activities and assess-
ments are designed to practice and test the student’s
proficiency at an extended rigor level.  Level II (Trans)
is available at South Campus (grades 9 and 10) only.

German II (Prep) & (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:9, 10

II (Prep) Annual 25625

Prerequisite:  German I (Prep or Accel)

Students continue to develop and apply skills in under-
standing, speaking, reading and writing German based
on the second year text.  The children’s book, Oh, wie
schööööön ist Panama, as well as other short readings,
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songs, skits, dialogues, films and games supplement
class work.  Students studying for accelerated level IV
are expected to demonstrate an active command of the
language through lengthier compositions and dialogues.
Assessments are designed to test the student’s ability to
manipulate more complex grammatical structures in
context at an extended rigor level.  Level II (Trans) is
available at South Campus (grades 9 and 10) only.

German III (Prep) & (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:9, 10

III (Prep) Annual 25630
III (Accel) Annual 27630
11, 12
III (Prep) Annual 25630
III (Accel) Annual 27630

Prerequisite:  German II (Prep or Accel)

Students continue to improve their proficiency in the
German language with emphasis placed on listening,
speaking, reading, and writing.  Aside from the core text,
short stories, newspaper and magazine articles, poetry
and cultural readings are studied.  Students will read two
novels: Im Land der Schokolade und Bananen, and
Emil und die Dedektive (Year A) or Das Paradies
liegt in Amerika and Damals war es Friedrich (Year
B).  Class work is supplemented by films, online activi-
ties, radio and other listening activities.  Students study-
ing German III at the accelerated level are challenged
with expanded grammar structures and native-speaker
reading material.  Assessments are designed to test
students’ mastery of complex vocabulary and a wide
variety of grammatical structures at an extended rigor
level.

German IV Accel & German AP

Credit:  1 Level: IV and V
Grade Offered:11, 12

IV Accel Annual 27640
AP Annual 28610

Prerequisite:  German III (Prep or Accel)

German IV Accel concentrates on the development at
an advanced level of listening, speaking, reading, and
writing skills.  This level is designed for serious German
students who want to continue in German but do not
necessarily want to plan for the AP language test.

Students studying at the AP level (level V) will prepare
for the AP language exam in German.  Additional
material practiced and applied includes idiomatic expres-
sions and a comprehensive grammar review.  Students
will be expected to use their language skills to analyze
and evaluate a variety of written materials, both in
writing and orally at an extended rigor level.

In both levels, students study short stories, newspaper
and magazine articles, poetry and cultural readings,
aside from the core text.  Students will read two novels:
Im Land der Schokolade und Bananen, and Emil
und die Dedektive (Year A) or Das Paradies liegt in
Amerika and Damals war es Friedrich (Year B).
Class work is supplemented by films, online activities,
radio and other listening activities.

Italian I (Prep) & (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:9, 10

I (Prep) Annual 26115

Prerequisite:  None

In this introductory course in Italian, students will learn
and apply basic structures and vocabulary using the four
skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing while
studying about Italian culture.  Oral proficiency activi-
ties, dialogues, and readings develop those skills and
present the unique aspects of Italian culture.  Students
studying at the accelerated level will do additional
independent work to improve their skills through short
readings, oral presentations,  creative writing, and
individual projects to enhance their cultural awareness.
Activities and assessments are designed to practice and
test the student’s proficiency at an extended rigor level.
Level II (Trans) is available at South Campus (grades 9
and 10) only.

Italian II (Prep) & (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:9, 10

II (Prep) Annual 26125
II (Accel) Annual 27325
11, 12
II (Prep) Annual 26120
II (Accel) Annual 27320

Prerequisite:  Italian I (Prep or Accel)

Italian II is a continuation of the study of basic Italian
grammatical concepts and vocabulary.  More emphasis
is placed on the aural-oral skills of listening and speaking
through the use of tapes, records, movies, oral profi-
ciency activities, and small group work.  Cultural
enrichment is further enhanced through the study of
such topics as the Renaissance, cuisine, folklore, and
traditions.   At the preparatory level, students read basic
texts and write paragraphs in various tenses.  At the
accelerated level, language skills are developed to a
higher degree.  Oral and written projects, small group
work, written compositions, an in-depth study of culture,

This course continues the development of the skills of
speaking, reading, writing, and listening acquired in
Italian II. These skills are practiced and applied through
the use of oral proficiency activities, oral and written
projects, small group work, written compositions,
readers, and an in depth study of several cultural topics.
Students studying at the accelerated level will work with
more complex language, literature, and culture.  Oral
and written proficiency activities will help to enhance
and challenge students’ self-expression and communica-
tive competency in Italian. Activities and assessments
are designed to practice and test the student’s profi-
ciency at an extended rigor level.

Italian IV  Accel & Italian Language AP

Credit:  1 Level: IV and V
Grade Offered:12

IV Accel Annual 27340
AP Annual 28340

Prerequisite:  Italian III Prep or Accel

The goals of this course are mastery of grammar and
fluency in oral and written expression.  The ability to
converse in Italian and to read authentic materials
ranging from Dante to the 21st century will enable
students to write original compositions expressing their
reactions to, evaluations of, and feeling on a variety of
topics.  For those students preparing for the AP exami-
nation, practice will include intensive conversation and
reading along with contextual grammar application.
Students continue their study of Italian civilization
through lectures, round-table discussions, and oral
reports.  Activities and assessments will practice and
test the student’s proficiency at an extended rigor level.

Latin I (Prep) & (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:9, 10 I (Prep) Annual 25115

I (Accel) Annual 27115
11, 12 I (Prep) Annual 25110

I (Accel) Annual 27110
Prerequisite:  None

Latin I covers basic elements of the Latin language
through the study of Latin grammar, vocabulary, and
word study.  Special emphasis is put on vocabulary that
prepares students for SAT/ACT exams.  Latin I
acquaints the student with the culture of Rome and its
influence throughout history.  Through classical mythol-
ogy, reports and readings, the student will be involved in
Latin/English development.  Students selecting the
accelerated challenge level do independent research and
skill developing projects in addition to the regular cur-
riculum.

Latin II (Prep) & (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:10 II (Prep) Annual 25125

II (Accel) Annual 27125
11, 12 II (Prep) Annual 25120

II (Accel) Annual 27120
Prerequisite: Latin I (Accel or Prep)

Latin II provides a review of Latin I and an introduction
of Level II material as related in grammar, vocabulary,
word study, civilization, history, and culture.  Special
emphasis is put on vocabulary that prepares students for
SAT/ACT exams.  There is more emphasis on Latin/
English translation and appreciation of Latin authors.
Students selecting the accelerated challenge level do
independent research and skill developing projects in
addition to the regular curriculum.

 Latin III-IV (Accel/AP)

Credit:  1 Level: IV and V
Grade Offered:   11, 12

III (Accel) Annual 27130
IV (Accel) Annual 27140
III (AP) Annual 28130
IV (AP) Annual 28140

Prerequisite: Latin II (Accel or Prep),
Latin III (Accel or Prep)

Years Offered:   2008-2009 / 2010-2011

This reading course is interspersed with units of gram-
mar and vocabulary.  Special emphasis is put on vocabu-
lary that prepares students for SAT/ACT exams.  The
ability to read, translate, and interpret Latin poetry is
developed through reading selected works of Roman
lyric poets and playwrights and Vergil’s Aeneid. The
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form, structure, and style of epic poetry are studied.
The building of English vocabulary continues through the
study of derivatives.  The cultural aspect of the course
centers on mythology, and the social, political, and
economic conditions of Rome.

This course will assist Latin students taking the College
Board SAT Subject Tests. This course is also designed
to prepare students for the AP Latin exam.

Latin III-IV (Accel/AP)

Credit:  1 Level: IV and V
Grade Offered:11, 12 III (Accel) Annual 27130

IV (Accel) Annual 27140
III (AP) Annual 28130
IV (AP) Annual 28140

Prerequisite: Latin II (Accel or Prep),
Latin III (Accel or AP)

Years Offered: 2007-2008 / 2009-2010

In the first semester, students read prose works of
Cicero; during the second semester, students read from
the poetry of Catullus and Horace.  This reading course
(interspersed with a review of grammar, etymology and
vocabulary) is a study of famous Latin authors, the time
in which they lived, and their most notable works of
literature.

This course will assist Latin students taking the College
Board SAT Subject Tests. This course is also designed
to prepare students for the AP Latin exam.

Spanish for Spanish Speakers

Credit:  1 (dc) Level: III and IV
Grade Offered:9, 10 Annual 25205

11,12 Annual 25200
Prerequisite: Native Spanish-speaking competency;

limited competency in reading and
     writing in Spanish

This program for native Spanish-speaking students is
designed to increase their competency in the skills of
reading and writing while furthering students’ knowledge
of the cultures and language of the Spanish-speaking
world.  Presentation of grammar and alternative vo-
cabulary also forms a part of the curriculum.  Large and
small-group study will be employed.  The curriculum is
presented on an alternating year cycle which allows
students to take this course for two consecutive years.

Spanish I (Prep)

Credit:  1 Level:  III
Grade Offered: 9, 10 Annual 25215

11, 12 Annual 25210
Prerequisite:  None

This course serves as an introduction to the language
and culture of the Spanish-speaking world.  Students
learn to speak, listen, read, and write basic Spanish by
applying grammar and vocabulary in context.    Addi-
tional reinforcement is provided through the use of
CD’s, videos, and other media.  A cultural component is
included to familiarize students with the customs of the
Hispanic peoples in the United States and throughout the
Spanish–speaking countries.   Level II (Trans) is
available at South Campus (grades 9 and 10) only.

Spanish I (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: IV
Grade Offered:9, 10 Annual 27215

Prerequisite:  None

This course presents beginning language instruction with
a focus on developing communication skills.  Vocabulary
and language structures are introduced, practiced and
applied in reading, writing, speaking and listening activi-
ties.  A cultural component is included to familiarize
students with the customs of Hispanic peoples in the
United States, and throughout the Spanish-speaking
countries.

Spanish II (Prep)

Credit:  1 Level: III
Grade Offered:9, 10 Annual 25225

11, 12 Annual 25220
Prerequisite:  Spanish I (Prep)

This is the second course in the language and culture of
the Spanish-speaking world.  Additional vocabulary and
functional patterns are developed in context.  Material in
the language, including cultural information, is presented
and practiced through the use of CD’s, videos, and other
media.  Level II (Trans) is available at South Campus
(grades 9 and 10) only.

Spanish II (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: IV
Grade Offered:9, 10 Annual 27225

11, 12 Annual 27220
Prerequisite:  Spanish I (Accel)

Students continue to build their vocabulary, grammar,
and cultural knowledge in Spanish.    Using more
complex structures, students will listen, speak, read, and
write in the language at a higher level.  Application of
contextual language is emphasized.
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Spanish III (Prep)

Credit:  1 Level: III
Grade Offered:10 Annual 25235

11, 12 Annual 25230
Prerequisite:  Spanish II (Prep)

Spanish III (Prep) is a continuation of the program of
the first and second years.  Many activities are included
to reinforce and expand students’ oral and written
expression.  There is continued development of cultural
background. Level II (Trans) is available at South
Campus (grades 9 and 10) only.

Spanish III (Accel)

Credit:  1 Level: IV
Grade Offered:10 Annual 27235

11, 12 Annual 27230
Prerequisite:  Spanish II (Accel)

This course continues the study of grammatical struc-
tures.  Listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills are
developed further with special emphasis on oral and
reading competency.  This course is intended as initial
preparation for Spanish Language AP.

Spanish Language Accel

Credit:  1 Level: IV
Grade Offered:11, 12 Annual 27240
Prerequisite:  Spanish III (Prep)

In this course students develop their abilities to converse
in Spanish and to read authentic materials.  They refine
their comprehension of grammatical structures and
increase their vocabulary.  Students aim to communicate
their thoughts, feelings, and ideas in speech and in
writing.  Videos and CD’s of contemporary topics help
students to develop their oral comprehension skills as
well as to increase their cultural knowledge of the
Spanish-speaking world.  This class is available only to
those who have completed Spanish III (Prep).

Advanced Spanish Communication

Credit:  1 Level: IV
Grade Offered:11, 12 Annual 27260
Prerequisite:  Spanish III (Accel), Spanish Language

   Accel, or Spanish Language AP

This course is designed for students whose goal is to
attain a high level of mastery of the Spanish language.
Designed to enhance the student’s communication skills,
a variety of authentic materials and cultural resources
will be used toward that end.  The skills of reading,
writing, speaking, and listening will be extensively
practiced and refined in a thematic context.  Vocabulary
will be expanded considerably.

Spanish Language AP

Credit:  1 Level: V
Grade Offered:11, 12 Annual 28210
Prerequisite: Spanish III (Accel), Spanish Language

Accel, or Advanced Spanish
Communication

This course is designed to prepare the students for the
AP Spanish Language Examination.  The students will
continue to develop their proficiency in the four skills:
speaking, reading, writing, and listening.  The language
skills will be applied to various activities and contexts.
Preparation will include intensive conversational
practice, authentic reading selections, vocabulary
enhancement, and contextual grammar application.

Credit:  1/2 Level: III, IV
Grade Offered:9, 10

Prerequisite:  None

Students learn to increase their vocabulary and to
prepare for tests such as ACT, SAT, and PSAT by
learning Latin prefixes and roots to understand word
meanings and relationships.  Magazines, newspapers,
computer programs, games, puzzles, and other supple-
mentary materials are used to enhance the course.  The
students learn to read with more understanding and
enjoyment.  Those students taking the course at the
accelerated level are expected to do additional work
with English words derived from Greek roots and apply
them in context.  Activities and tests are designed to
practice and assess the student’s ability to use the
vocabulary in context at an extended rigor level.
