I. Business Meeting (7:14 PM) 

A. Marilyn Kosin called meeting to order

C.  School Board Report (Mr. Pera) 
1.  The Board appreciates all the time and thought LTCAC has put forth. The hard 

work is very much appreciated.  It is important to emphasize who we are.  
There is no other group committee that the board has for interaction.  LTCAC 
was formed, and had its first meeting in 1998.  After being on LTCAC, think 
about running for Board of Education. 

2.  Topics the board picked to cover next year: 
a.  Response intervention (RTI)-No child left behind, 3 tier, next year will be the 

second year of doing it, will be fine tuning it, want to bring kids up from 
grade school level when they reach high school. Program is aimed at 
reducing the number of students in special education.  The number of 
students in special education has tripled over the years.

c.  Middle level student at LTHS-There doesn’t seem to be a lot of focus on 

handling the “middle” student.  They seem to be ignored.  Sometimes it 
seems LT only worries about AP students and special education. 

d.  Review of new programs-Ombudsmen: a location offsite (Joliet and Wolf 
Road) for special education students to take internet program to get the 
necessary school credit.  All of the computers are self paced.  Students are 
able to fulfill all LT requirements.  The graduation rate will increase because 
of this program.-Alternative program: will drastically change next year. –
S.C.U.B.A.- changes will come.  It is one of the budget challenges of LTHS 
finances.-Also review the other budget challenges.
