While most meetings about cur-
riculum at LT focus on students who
struggle or AP/honors and special
programs like Chinese and aviation,
in December, the LT Community
Advisory Council asked the ques-
tion “What are we doing at LT for
the middle level student?Scott Eg-
gerding, Director of Curriculum and
Instruction, asked the Council to sha
their thoughts about students “in the
middle.”

Council members wondered if middl
level students were there by choice,
just did enough to get by, or were ju
not that academically driven. Other

members questioned if middle level
students were primarily “B” students
the majority of students at LT, and al
around “normal” students. To get at

the heart of the question, four admin
istrators presented their take of wha
being in the middle means at LT.

Breaking the current seniors into
thirds, Coordinator of Assessment a
Analysis, Katherine Smith, discovere
that the weighted GPA of the middle
level students in the senior class is
between 2.6 and 3.775. Composite
ACT scores in this group ranged be-
tween 20 and 26. In terms of course
placement, students in the middle
third were equally divided between
Preparatory and Accelerated English

classes and even a few (5%) in Hon R
English. 70% of the group had misse&

Many
dof the districts in 'nancial upheaval
rely heavily upon state and federal g
SfAt LT, state and federal monies only
account for approximately 8% of tota
revenue. To date, LT has not seen a
dramatic decrease in state payment
(which are comprised of the high
priority special education grants and
general state aid) and has forecaste
just a 10% reduction in state aid for
the next Iscal year. LT can adequate
meet its Inancial obligations and dogs
not anticipate having to post a de!cit
or decrease its year-end cash reser

The expiration of the La Grange TIF
district will signi'cantly help offset
anticipated dips in revenue, netting
just over a half million dollars per
year. A TIF surplus distribution from
the Hodgkins TIF will also be a sour
of additional $377,000 in revenue
next year. LT will realize cost sav-
ings as thirteen teachers retire and 3
replaced by newer teachers, and by
locking in electricity and natural gas
egbrices, LT will net a savings of ap-
lyfroximately $250,000 per year.

Students are accustomed to going to
high school 35-40 hours a week, often
followed by athletic practice, school
or community service and limited lei-
sure time. Parents are often involved
in scheduling and shepherding after-
school activities. The most dif!cult
adjustment students have to make is
managing their own time in college.
Going to class takes up only several
hours in a student’s day, leaving plen-

ning, LT has controlled costs and, withy of time for additional study or re-

search. Often that time is spent social-
izing with other students in the dorm,
committing to social clubs or activities
icbr exploring the latest news on social
networks. None of these activities are
|l harmful and, actually, most are en-
couraged if a student is to get the most
b out of the college experience. Howev-
er, prioritizing and time management
are skills that must be mastered or the
0 student may fall into the trap of hav-
ing a great social life, but an unhealthy
lyacademic and personal life.

The other common mistake is under-
estanding how to navigate campus life.
How and when to drop or add classes,
check in with advisors, or negotiate
problems with professors or classes
can be academically fatal mistakes.
Social errors can also be costly. Stu-
dents should remember the values
L&hey hold and stick to them on cam-
pus. Sometimes the isolation and ano-
nymity that occurs on campus leads
L€ poor choices. Drugs, alcohol and
sexual behaviors can contribute to an
unhappy and unhealthy experience.

All'in all, most students do learn

to make better choices and have an
amazing college experience. It is just
wise practice to understand the possi-
ble pitfalls and navigate around them.
